3.  Kassandra and three of her friends entered their pigs in the Nueces County Livestock Show.  Cindy’s pig weighed 4 pounds less than Ivah’s pig, but a dozen pounds more than Jennifer’s pig.  Kassandra’s pig weighed 1 ¼ times as much as Jennifer’s pig.

· First, order the pigs from heaviest to lightest (by owner’s name)

· Next, find each pig’s weight in pounds if Jennifer’s pig weighed 230 pounds.

· Finally, find each pig’s weight in ounces.
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4.  Mrs. Sabrio, the Student Council sponsor, and Wendy, the Student Council president, went to Sam’s Wholesale to purchase drinks for the concession stand.  They decided to buy more Dr. Pepper than Sprite, but only ¼ as much Dr. Pepper as Coke.  After a lengthy discussion, they agreed that the water purchased should be 1½ times the quantity of the Dr. Pepper.

· First, order the drinks from least quantity to greatest quantity.
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· Next, if Mrs. Sabrio and Wendy bought 24 20-oz bottles of Sprite and this amount equals 1/3 the amount of Dr. Pepper, find the quantity of each drink in ounces.

· Third, convert each quantity of drinks to quarts.
